Our club has been in existence for 19 years and our merhaee been makintoys for Kiddor all
those years.

Our goal has been to build 1000 safe and sturdy toys eachne#o get them distributed to
needy children in this area. In many cases, theshamnly toys that these children will receive at
Christmas.

Actually, we originally gave our toys to tA@ys for Totgprogram, but several years aboys
for Totswanted to sell some of our toys and buy basketballs@id Our membership voted
overwhelmingly against this. The feeling was that wate all our toys to go to the kids. | think this
demonstrated the strong feeling our members have aboutdlgisapr.

This year we made about 900 toys for distribution by 21 clesrehd other organizations. This
has required countless hours and expense by our membersishdd thank all of you for this effort.
You can be very proud. Those of us that have witnesgechildren receiving these toys can tell you
about the joy on the faces of these children.

However, this great program appears to be finished. Teedbgovernment wants to protect
children from lead poisoning. This is a legitimate god waare in favor of. The problem is that their
solution to the lead problem is far too over reaching.

Starting in February, 2010 all toys for ages 12 and under lmaustird party tested for lead in the
paint or other finish applied. There are two problenth wWiis; great expense (every member’s toys
would have to be sent to a lab for testing) and we atr@art of the problem. Toys from China and
other imports are the source of lead in paint. Paintatoing lead is not available to us in this country
so we could not use dangerous paint even if we wanted to.

The Consumer Product Safety Commission has the reguld¢ialing with this, but the law was
passed by congress. It appears that they created a dahk&in to a problem without thinking
through the details.

We have brought our position to the attention of Cesgiman Pete Visclosky, but received a
generic reply stating what the regulation is. Perlsapseone with more clout and could do a better job
of protesting this regulation.

In the meantime, we will distribute our toys this yaad then try to figure out other ways that
this great woodworkers club can work together to help onmmaanity.
